Synopsis: On a sweltering Labor Day morning, the women of a small town in Kansas are preparing for the 

annual picnic. This seemingly placid environment is disrupted when Hal Carter, a muscular and charming 

young drifter, hops off the freight train. Hearts are broken and lives are changed in the following twenty-

four hours, as Hal's lively, dangerous energy wakes up the sleepy community. 
 

Available Roles: 

 

Madge Owens - The most beautiful girl in town, but feels that is all people see in her. Not book-smart, but 

warm and charming. She yearns for and is searching for an escape from small time life. 

 

Hal Carter - A good looking, masculine, well-built vagabond. Can be a braggart, but is lonely and wants 

desperately to fit in somewhere, with someone. 

 

Millie Owens - Madge's younger sister. Very intelligent, an assertive and smart-mouthed tomboy, but also 

likeable and shy. Developing into a young woman with conflicting feelings. 

 

Flo Owens - Fiercely protective mother with faded beauty and a hard exterior. Loves her daughters very 

much and wants better lives for them than she has had. 

 

Rosemary - A schoolteacher. Bawdy, outrageous, boastful, and self-righteous on the outside, but 

desperate, lonely, and fragile on the inside. She feels she must change her circumstances and will do 

anything to get married. 

 

Howard Bevans - Rosemary's longtime boyfriend, a local business owner. Meek, mild-mannered, a good 

friend and neighbor. Enjoys a drink and a pretty girl. He is satisfied with not being married, but genuinely 

cares about Rosemary. 

 

Helen Potts - An older widow whose past is filled with heartache from long-lost love. Pleasant, warm, 

friendly, kind and a true romantic. 

 

Alan Seymour - Madge's home-town boyfriend who wants to marry her. Nice looking, smart, wealthy and 

polished. Awestruck by Madge, but can't get past her beauty to see any deeper. 

 

Irma Kronkite - Also a schoolteacher. A loud, funny jokester who enjoys her single life. 

 

Christine Schoenwalder - Also a schoolteacher. Quiet and shy; a follower. 

 

Bomber - A newsboy and smart-mouthed bully who picks on Millie, but worships Madge.

Rules for Participation 
(Please review and KEEP for reference) 

 
Welcome to Stained Glass Playhouse! We are excited that you are here auditioning for this show. 

 

It is our goal to make sure that everyone who participates in a show here thoroughly enjoys their 

experience. Of course, this also requires a mutual respect for your fellow cast members, for the many 

other volunteers involved in the production, and for the space itself, as well as for any items 

belonging to or borrowed by the Playhouse or its volunteers. 

 

To ensure this, the Board of Directors would like to make sure you are aware of the following rules for 

participation in a Stained Glass Playhouse production, which you agree to abide by when accepting 

any role offered to you by the director. 

 

You are expected to: 

 

• Arrive on time for all rehearsals to which you are called, unless you have an excused absence 

that has been cleared with the director or stage manager. 

 

• Arrive when called for all performances, at the time specified by the director or stage 

manager. 

 

• Learn and deliver, to the best of your ability, the lines (and, if applicable, songs) as written in 

the script provided to you, as well as the stage directions and blocking (and, if applicable, 

choreography) assigned to you, as directed by the director (or, if applicable, the music 

director or choreographer), with no unapproved omissions, additions, or substitutions. 

 

• Wear any/all costume pieces specified by the director or costume supervisor and use any 

stage props specified by the director or props supervisor, whether those items have been 

provided by the Playhouse or by yourself, with no unapproved omissions, additions, or 

substitutions. 

 

• Participate in marketing efforts when requested, including (but not necessarily limited to) 

getting headshots and other promotional photos taken and providing a short biography for 

use in the printed and digital marketing materials for the production or for the Playhouse 

(programs, website, social media, press releases, etc.) 

 

• Participate in mandatory set strike after the final performance. 

 

• Cooperate with, and abide by the decisions of, those responsible for leadership, including the 

production team (director, stage manager, costume, and props supervisors, set designer, etc.) 

and the Board of Directors.

Rules for Participation (continued) 
(Please review and KEEP for reference) 

 

You are expected not to: 

 

• Engage in any of the following unacceptable conduct towards any performer, patron, 

volunteer, or other person while on Playhouse property: use of abusive language, taking unfair 

advantage, bullying, harassment, threats, or violence of any sort, or any other conduct 

endangering a person’s life, safety, health, or well-being. 

 

• Possess or use alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs on Playhouse property or participate in 

rehearsals or performances while under the influence of alcohol or illegal drugs. 

 

• Possess or use weapons or dangerous materials on Playhouse property. 

 

• Touch, use, or remove any costumes, props, or other materials or equipment at or from the 

Playhouse, except as specifically instructed to by a member of the production team (director, 

stage manager, costume, or props supervisor, set designer, etc.). 

 

• Take, use, distribute, or alter any copyrighted materials related to the show or the Playhouse, 

except as specifically instructed to by a member of the production team (director, stage 

manager, etc.) or a member of the Board of Directors (Chairperson, Artistic Director, 

Marketing Coordinator, etc.). This includes (but is not necessarily limited to) your script, any 

audio/video recordings or photography, and any logos or other artwork, designs, or images. 

Note: The Marketing Coordinator will provide approved marketing materials to promote the 

show. Any such materials that are not initially provided -- posters, T-shirts, etc. -- may be 

requested from the Marketing Coordinator, but may not be created or distributed without the 

Marketing Coordinator’s approval.) 

 

• Have visitors/guests at rehearsal, except when necessary for parental supervision (i.e., if a 

young actor/actress requires a parent to be present at rehearsal, or if an actor/actress is 

unable to arrange for other supervision and must bring their child to rehearsal in order to 

attend). Whenever possible, such exceptions should be requested and approved by the 

director in advance. Such visitors/guests are expected to follow the same rules outlined here, 

and any failure to do so could result in not only their own dismissal, but also this dismissal of the 

participant they are associated with. 

 

Willful or deliberate failure to abide by these rules may result in consequences, including (but not 

necessarily limited to) removal from the show and/or removal from consideration for future shows. 

 

We hope you understand that these rules are in place, first and foremost, to create a safe 

environment for you and your fellow performers. They are also to protect the Playhouse -- as with any 

organization, we are bound by certain legal requirements, and so our continued operation depends 

not only on our own actions, but also on the actions of anyone who participates in our activities. Your 

cooperation with these expectations is appreciated, and it is our hope that we can work together to 

create a fun and enjoyable experience for everyone involved.
